The new version of the Combat Casualty Care Research Program (CCCRP) Internet site is based on SharePoint 2010. For the design implementation, we have taken standard approaches, creating the appropriate SharePoint artifacts to support the design.


[bookmark: _Toc415583901]Development Environment
We are building out the design and information architecture on an Office365 tenant so that we can all have access to the work in progress. The specific Site Collection that we are using is in “SharePoint 2010 mode”, which means that it effectively displays the SharePoint 2010 UI.
Because of this set up, you will see the banner below at the top of all pages. This is not part of the design, but Office365 telling us that we should upgrade to the SharePoint 2010 “experience”. If you feel that it distracts from effective evaluation of the design, you can click on the x to remove it from any individual page.

Accessing the development environment is relatively straightforward. We have a John Doe account set up for testing and review purposes. The John Doe user is a consumer of the site (in SharePoint parlance, a Site Visitor) and should see things roughly as they would look on the public site. Because we have to log into Office365 for access, we cannot display things in anonymous mode.

[bookmark: _Toc415583902]Design Approach – Information Architecture
[bookmark: _Toc415583903]In most cases, we have three main ways we can store and serve up content in SharePoint:
Flat HTML – We can use a Content Editor Web Part (CEWP) to display static HTML. One place where this may be sufficient is the Location info on the Contact Us page
Content from lists or libraries – We can create a list or library to store repeated data or even HTML snippets. List and libraries give us a standard UI for content management and relatively approval processes, if required.
Publishing pages – This is probably the more common method for external-facing Web sites, but is not always optimal for repeated content. Pages give a much more WYSIWYG feel to content publication. Rather than adding items to lists, we would create individual pages and display those pages as a whole. One place where this model might make sense would be Press (if that means Press Releases).
Knowing where SharePoint is going in SharePoint 2013 and beyond we have started with flat HTML to display demo content, then are erring more on using list and library content displayed using JavaScript templating than publishing pages.


[bookmark: _Toc415583904]Design Artifacts
Unless otherwise specified, all design artifacts are stored in a subfolder below the /_catalogs/masterpage folder in the root Site Collection of the SharePoint application.
The subfolder is named _CCCRP; the leading underscore serves only to sort the folder to the top of the folder view in SharePoint Designer.
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[bookmark: _Toc415583905]Master Page
There is a single SharePoint master page that creates the overall structure of all pages in the site. The pages is called CCCRP.master, and as is true of all SharePoint master pages edited through SharePoint Designer, it is located in the root site of the Site Collection in the Master Page Gallery. The master page is located in the _CCCRP subfolder below the /_catalogs/masterpage folder.

The master page determines the high-level look and feel of all of the pages and is the location where the appropriate CSS (see the Cascading Style Sheet (CSS) section below) and script (see the Script section below) files are included in pages.
The master page is based on Responsive SharePoint project on Codeplex: https://responsivesharepoint.codeplex.com/releases/view/100318
This project uses Twitter Bootstrap under the covers to give SharePoint a responsive capability, among other things. While a responsive layout was not a requirement for the project, by using this master page the site will be semi-responsive for different browser resolutions and screen sizes.

All of the files for the branding of the site are contained in one ZIP file, which can be downloaded from:

At a high level, here are the basic steps to deploy the files:
· Copy the files into the Site Collection.
· Fix up any occurrences of relative paths from the dev environment
· Check in all of the files
· Configure the site to use the design files
· Create lists and libraries
[bookmark: _Toc415583922]Copy the files into the Site Collection
· Unzip all of the files in the ZIP to a local drive
· Open the root site of the Site Collection in SharePoint Designer
· Create a new folder at /_catalogs/masterpage/ called _CCCRP
· Copy the files from the local drive and paste them into the _CCCRP folder in SharePoint Designer
[bookmark: _Toc415583923]Fix up any occurrences of relative paths from the dev environment
We’ve built out the design in a development environment on Office365. The Site Collection is at https://sympraxis.sharepoint.com/sites/Demos/ and the actual site is at https://sympraxis.sharepoint.com/sites/Demos/Clients/CCCRP. Because of this, some of the relative links will not be correct for the production environment. 
You can either fix up those links on the local drive using your tool of choice before doing the step above, or in SharePoint Designer once the files are in place.
You’ll need to replace any of occurrences of:
· https://sympraxis.sharepoint.com with the name of your server
· /sites/Demos/ with the path to the root of your Site Collection
· /sites/Demos/Clients/CCCRP with the path to the site itself (which may be the same as above)

[bookmark: _Toc415583924]Check in all of the files
Depending on your setup, you’ll need to check in and/or approve the files before they can be used in your environment. The easiest way to check in the files is to go from subfolder to subfolder. In each subfolder, highlight all of the contained files, right click, choose check in, and publish a major version.
